RV Site Maximum Occupancy:

Up to 6 persons and 2 pets in 1 RV and with 1 Auto per site. All Persons and Pets must sleep in the RV.

Sleeping in non RVIA certified vehicles/trailers is not permitted. Tents, Screened Rooms, or similar facilities are not permitted anywhere at this park.
Cabin Maximum Occupancy:

2 room camping cabin — 6 persons. No Pets.
Extra Vehicles/Trailers/Roats:

1 room camping cabin — 2 persons. No Pets

Parking depends on availability and is for a fee.




Park Guidelines for Everyone’s Benefit

SITE KEEPING REQUIREMENTS:
Please keep your site neat and free of litter including cigarettes. Trash Cans are located at the end of each row.

GRILL PADS are required under any metal objects, cooking stoves, or grills set on the picnic tables to prevent damaging
tables. Our office has grill pads available for loan with a refundable deposit upon the grill pad’s return,

Should you need to dry articles, 10 coin-operated dryers are located at the laundry facility. Please do not hang towels,
clothing, linens or other articles outside.

PLEASE do not leave satellites, mats, chairs, etc. on lawns that will impede lawn maintenance.

Youare in a high mountain desert area. Grass is watered regularly. Articles left out may get wet; therefore put away
items you don’t want to get wet.

Feel free to use mats on the gravel pad. Mats left on grass areas will be removed as they kill the grass.

SITE PARKING: All vehicle, trailers, motorcycles and bicycles shall be parked on the gravel site pad or
designated cabin parking site. Please do not park on grass.

GUEST VISITORS:

Shower and restroom facilities are for registered guests’ use only.
All Guest’s visitors must register at office prior to visiting guest’s site.
Visitors are not permitted during quiet hours (10:00 PM to 7:00 AM). Guests are charged a fee for overnight visitors.

COOKING in cabins is not permitted. Microwave use is permitted in Deluxe Cabins.
Propane cook stoves are provided outside the cabins. Propane may be purchased at park store.

SMOKING in cabins, laundry, office, and restrooms or within 25 feet of any building entrance is not permitted.

PETS: A fenced grass area is provided for walking pets. Please do not walk pets on other grass areas including your site.
Dogs may also be walked throughout this park on gravel roads or outside the park. Leash length should be 6 ft. or less.

Pet Owner is responsible for removing and disposing all droppings. Disposal bags and a receptor are provided at the
fenced dog walk area. ~~

Pets must be attended at all times. Pens, kennels, fences or similar structures outside the RV are not permitted.
For the sake of others, noisy or barking pets will not be tolerated.
Pets are not permitted in cabins or any other buildings.
VEHICLE WASHING: 2 Blocks from this park is a car wash which accommodates many RV Sizes.
Washing RV’s or vehicles in this park is NOT permitted.

AWNINGS: Please retract in the evening or when you are away. Winds may come up and have been known to blow tablecloths,
awnings, and furniture far away, never to be seen again. Loose awnings may also blow into and damage neighbor’s RV.

CAMPFIRES: Open fires are not permitted. Propane cook stoves are okay. From May 25 through Sept. 7, a group campfire is
held in the evening, weather permitting.

Putt Putt/Mini GOLF: is complimentary (free) if an adult accompanies children. Please follow safety rules.
